Qing Bi Tang：rigid and tense nape, nasal congestion, nasal discharge, anosmia (loss of smell)...etc.   

Ma Huang Fu Zi Xi Xin Tang：Yang-deficiency exterior cold syndrome, more aversion to cold, headache, nasal 

congestion or thin clear nasal discharge, itchy nose or upper jaw, sneezing, significant reaction to wind, somnolence, no sweat, 
deep pulse...etc.
